SEAT ADJUSTMENT i

CAUTION: DO NOT USE POWER TOOLS TO TIGHTEN SCREWS, HAND TIGHTEN
TO A MAXIMUM TORQUE OF 3N-m [26in. Ibs.]. OVER TIGHTENING SCREWS
WILL PUT COMPONENTS UNDER EXCESSIVE STRESS WHICH CAN CAUSE
PREMATURE COMPONENT FAILURE AND WILL VOID THE WARRANTY.

SOME SCREWS ARE COATED WITH A LOCKING AGENT

TO AVOID SCREWS BECOMING LOOSE IN TRANSIT. TO

STOP COMPONENTS WORKING LOOSE AFTER

ADJUSTMENT, IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT A LOCKING

AGENT IS RE-APPLIED TO SCREWS. [THREADLOCK IS

AVAILABLE FROM MOST HARDWARE STORES].
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Forward and Backward Adjustment [Fig 1]

1. Remove the two screws situated either side of the
cockpit rim. Whilst removing the screws, take care
to hold the seat plates situated on the underside of
each seat tower. Remove the plates and keep in a
safe place.

2. Slide the seat into its desired position, align the slots
in the seat with the holes in the shell and the holes
in the back band guide. Ensure the seat is parallel
to the kayak.

3. Replace the two screws and seat adjustment plate
either side of the cockpit rim.

Extra Padding / Height Adjustment [Fig 1]

4. Undo the rivets on the back of the seat liner.

5. Pull the seat liner forward and pad seat.

6. Replace the seat liner and rivets.

THIGH GRIP ADJUSTMENT
[Fig 2]
= Remove the screws situated on the top of the
cockpif rim and loosen the screws on the side of
the cockpit rim.

2. Loosen off the ratchet back band by pulling on the
red release buckle on the thigh grip whilst putting
pressure on the back band.

3. Slide the thigh grip to desired position ensuring the
square clinch nut is located for the new position.

4. Replace and re-tighten the screws situated on the
fop and sides of the cockpit rim.

NOTE: To achieve the best possible fit the thigh grips should

be moved as close to the paddler as comfort allows.
However do not impede an easy and free exit from
the boat.



BACK BAND ADJUSTMENT
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TIGHTEN

The Connect 30 back band can be moved forward
and backwards and its height can also be altered.

Forward and Backward Motion [Fig 3]

Height Adjustment [Fig 4]

4. Loosen the height retention strap to allow full
motion of the back band by releasing the ladder
lock buckle.

5. Whilst sat in the boat — Move the back band to the
correct height and then tighten the strap to retain
this position.
6. Tighten the two elastfic cords using the toggles
located on the underside of the cockpit rim to help
hold it in the correct position.
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HIP PAD ADJUSTMENT

[Fig 5]
1. Sitin the kayak and assess the current fit of the hip
pads. [They should be snug, but not to tight].

2. Once satin the kayak, if there is space between your
hips and the hip pads go to step 3. If not go to 4.

3. Pack out the hip pads with the extra shims provided. To

7 access the rear elasticated pocket pull the tab located

STERN on the rear of the hip pad. Slot the required amount of
foam shims into the pocket and reseal the Velcro tab.

Note: There should always be one extra shim at the bottom of
the hip pad. If there is one shim at the top, there should
be two at the boftom of the hip pad efc.

S\ 4. Sitin the kayak and position the hip pads until they feel
a4 comfortable and are connecting you to the kayak.
f They can be positioned anywhere that you get good
Velcro connection between the seat and hip pad*
Fitting Tip:  PUt a piece of plastic or card between the hip pad and
seaf Velcro to prevent sticking. Move pads to ideal
position while sat in the kayak, then remove plastic/card
and attach to Velcro while sfill sat in the kayak.

5. When you are happy with the position, secure hip pad
to the seat tower with the retention straps. Pull the
straps tight and you are set to go!

*Note: To achieve a positive location ensure BOTH the Velcro is
stuck and the retention strap is tight.

USE THE LARGER POD

NOTE:

Remove the four thumb screws and star washers
situated on the fooftrest bars in the bow of the kayak.

Move the foofrest into the desired position and
replace the four thumb wheels and star washers.
[Tighten hand fight only].

Should the footrest not cover the majority of the gap
in the bow of the kayak it may be necessary to
replace the foot pod with the other pod supplied. To
do this simply remove the foofrest from the kayak and
remove the screws that hold the bars in place, then
remove the bars from the pod. Swap the pod and
replace the bars and screws, then replace the footrest
intfo the kayak. The small pod is fitted as factory
standard. The size of the pod is indicated by a S ora L
on the front of the pod.

We suggest fo avoid injury / enfrapment that the foot
pod and any gap surrounding the foot pod be
padded / or plugged with foam [supplied].
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FULL PLATE FOOT RESTS

For Everest Only

[Fig 8]
Remove the four thumb screws and star washers
situated on the footrest bars inside the bow.

Move the footrest into the desired position and replace
the four thumb wheels and star washers.
[Tighten hand tight only].

Should you need to move the footrest unit further down
the kayak than it will go with the support plate on simply
remove the plate and use the pod unit on its own. To do
this remove the four screws and nuts from the plate and
remove it. Now go back fo step 2.

NOTES:

To provide additional shock absorption and to minimise
potential injury and or entrapment we strongly
recommend that the plate/pod be covered with the
self adhesive foam supplied.

The foam is marked out for three different inside leg
measurements as a general guide:

i. The full size foam pad will fit a 71cm / 28" inside
leg measurement.

ii. The first dotted line from the outside will fit a
79cm / 31" inside leg measurement.

iii. The innermost dotted line will fit a 87cm / 34"
inside leg measurement.

Ensure you fully read the owners manual and outfitting
instructions for this kayak. If you have any further
questions or need any further assistance with setting
up your fooftrest please contact your supplying
Pyranha dealer.

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BOLTS AND WASHERS

All external bolts are fitted with custom washers
and O-rings. If you are experiencing leakage or
need to fighten / replace any screws ensure
that the O-ring is seated correctly prior to
fightening screws.

To prevent the air bags popping out when submerged in
the water, it is recommended that they are attached to
the boat using cable fies on the gear loops.

USES OF FOAM SHEET

Padding round the knee and heal area.

Raising the seat [See seat height adjustment].
